Business Affairs

o The commission was established to assure the congregation that their gifts
and bequests are being managed and expended in a fiduciary manner. The
committee, in cooperation with the Ministers and Treasurer, professes to
adequately plan, report, educate and insure for the financial future of this
Church, and the future of the gospel of Jesus Christ, to the best of their
ability.

Christian Education

o The commission, in conjunction with the Associate Minister, creates
opportunities for our children, youth and adult members for continued
growth in the faith and knowledge of Jesus Christ.

Parish Outreach

o The commission assigns duties for greeters and ambassadors, is responsible
for filling the pews with supplies, and plans activities for outreach to Church
members and the community at large.

Sky Forest Mountain Cabin

o The commission establishes and directs a program for the utilization of the
Sky Forest retreat, and is responsible for the retreat property, grounds and
buildings.

Worldwide and Homeland Missions

o The commission works with local, national and global organizations and
individuals in need. Efforts range from overseeing ongoing disbursements to
organizations such as Christian Outreach in Action (COA), yearly projects
such as the Third World Hand Arts Sale, and administering yearly and
special donations to organizations such as the Pacific School of Religion.

Worship

o The commission, in conjunction with the Ministers, Director of Music, and
the Organist, discuss, make recommendations about, and assist with the
planning of the worship service.
